Denise talked to our Club about
the operations at the Center. The
Center was originally called the
Emergency Food Pantry in 1989.
In 1992 they started a hot meal
program for the homeless. She has
operated on a budget of $130,000
with a rent payment of $60,000
and now in 2006 the budget is
$132,000 rent is $60,000.
Fundraising is a big part of the
non-profit's operations. It's not a
part of the City of Daly City and is
always open to fresh food
contributions. Located a 31 Bepler
Street in Daly City they served
over 23,000 Ibs of food last year.
The Food Pantry provides for 3
days of food for a family of 4 while
the Dining Center an average of 48
people per night —-Monday,
Tuesday and Thursday -5 pm to 6
pm.
